Additionally, around three more hotels within a 15-minute drive will become
available for reservations in early January. Please do not be anxious if you are
unable to book rooms well in advance.

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If traveling from countries with visa-free status with Korea, participants
Travel should apply for a Korea Electronic Travel Authorization (K-ETA) before
boarding the flight or ship destined for Korea. Once approved, the K-ETA
is valid for 3 years and can be re-used for future visits. Recent visitors with
K-ETA may check the validity of the existing authorization. Note that the
duration of K-ETA is independent from the permitted number of days for
short-term visits to Korea.
